How to Write a Book Review

There are four parts to your book review.  Below is a model of how the four parts will be organized

· The first part is the heading.  It will include in this order:


· The second part is a paragraph that tells about the main character of the story.  Use examples from the story as evidence to support your statements about main character’s personal traits.  This paragraph should be five or more sentences.  Look on the opposite side of this page for examples of character traits.

· The third part is a paragraph that tells what the main problem of 
the story is.  This paragraph will also tell about an important, exciting, or interesting event that occurs in the story.  Don’t tell how the story ends, you will ruin it for whoever reads your review!  This paragraph should be five or more sentences.

· The fourth part is a paragraph that tells how you felt about the 
story.  Tell whether you liked it or not, and explain why.  Use an example from the story as evidence to support your explanation about your feelings on the story.  This paragraph should be five or more sentences.

The book review will be graded on how well you followed this format, and how well you used examples from the story as evidence to support your ideas.
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
